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INTRODUCTION 
 
 
The Philippine Population Management Program (PPMP) Investment Program for CY 
2002-2004 is a companion document of the PPMP Strategic Operational Plan (PPMP 
SOP) for CY 2002-2004.  The PIP defines the programs, projects and activities of the 
strategic action areas of the PPMP SOP.  It also determines the appropriate levels of 
expenditures that are needed to accomplish and map these out in a three-year time 
frame.  It shall also be a tool for budget analysis and advocacy for seeking funding 
support from national government, local government units as well as from foreign 
donors. 
 
In an effort to contribute to the poverty alleviation program of the Arroyo Administration, 
the POPCOM Board of Commissioners suggested during its meeting on May 3, 2002, to 
prepare a PIP for the fifteen and forty-five bottom poor provinces aside from the PIP for 
all provinces, cities and municipalities in the country.  The purpose of this is to have 
more focus in the allocation of resources for the PPMP.  This is to ensure that all the 
identified programs, projects and activities (PPAs) for the fifteen bottom poor provinces 
will be implemented.  However, if given additional resources, the target area could be 
expanded to include the sixteenth up to the forty-fifth bottom poor province.  The 
identification of the bottom poor provinces is based on the poverty incidences as cited in 
the study made by Balisacan (2000).  This is so since the official poverty estimates from 
the NSCB were not yet available during the preparation of the PIP. 
 
Based on the situational analysis, it was observed that it is in the 15 and 45 bottom poor 
provinces where the incidences of unmet need for family planning, maternal mortality 
ratio, total fertility rate and infant mortality rate are generally high while the incidence of 
contraceptive prevalence rate is generally low.  Hence, more efforts from the 
government are necessary to address these concerns.   
 
The Commission on Population is the overall coordinating and policy-making body for 
the Philippine Population management Program (PPMP) and promotes a balance 
among population growth, available resources and the environment.  It is preoccupied 
with refocusing the goals and strategies of national government for responsible 
parenthood to achieve a better quality of life for all Filipinos.  The PPMP upholds the 
freedom of couples to choose from a menu of family planning services and respects 
cultural and religious beliefs in support of responsible parenthood.  Hence, the national 
government continues to forge partnership with all population program stakeholders, 
particularly the local government units (LGUs), non-government organizations (NGOs), 
religious sector and the private sector to ensure that all couples and parents of 
reproductive age have access to family planning information and services.   
 
The PPMP PIP is an effort of the government to gather together the investments of 
different sectors to inform each other of planned activities so that these different sectors 
can collaborate and reinforce each other, through their own initiatives or through the 
coordinative efforts of POPCOM, if there are program gaps foreseen during the course 
of implementing the population program in all levels.  Therefore, the PIP will be at the 
core of an indirect means by which POPCOM orchestrates the implementation of the 
four program components under the population program, namely:  Population and 
Development (POPDEV) Integration, Reproductive Health and Family Planning (RH/FP), 
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Adolescent Health and Youth Development (AHYD) and Resource Generation and 
Mobilization.   
 
The Commission Population, both at the Central Office and the Regional Population 
Offices, prepared the PIP.  Regional consultations were conducted and the Regional 
Population Offices gathered the programs, projects and activities of all population 
stakeholders including NGOs, the LGUs and donor agencies and submitted them at 
POPCOM Central Office for review and consolidation.  The Planning and Monitoring 
Division did the overall coordination for this activity. 
 
 

OBJECTIVES OF THE PIP 
 
 
The formulation of the PPMP PIP is part of the efforts of POPCOM to determine the 
budgetary requirements for the population program for CY 2002-2004, particularly for the 
fifteen and forty-five bottom poor provinces.  It also tries to ascertain the budget 
allocation for each program component as well as the budgetary requirement for each of 
the strategic action areas, namely: service delivery, IEC/advocacy and capacity building.  
Ideally, the activities identified by the program stakeholders would be reinforcing in terms 
of the strategic action areas.  That is, a particular service delivery activity should have an 
appropriate training so that the personnel who will provide the service will be adequately 
equipped with knowledge and skills.  In the same manner, appropriate information 
dissemination should be done in order to inform the general public on the availability of 
the service.  The policy makers should also be informed through advocacy so that they 
will provide the necessary political and legislative support.   
 
The PIP is also a tool for raising additional resources for the population program.  This is 
especially true among projects and activities that are “un-funded” or their sources of 
funding are not yet identified.  The PIP will be POPCOM’s tool for advocating  for 
financial support for high priority projects.  At various government levels, the PIP will 
serve as basis for evaluation of policies, programs and activities that will generate 
planning inputs for the next program management cycle.   
 
To serve the above purposes, the PIP document aims to achieve the following 
objectives: 
 

1. Provide a comprehensive presentation of programs and resources of PPMP from 
partner agencies, NGOs and LGUs relating to the goals and strategies of the 
PPMP Strategic Operational Plan for CY 2002-2004; 

2. Develop a set of project proposals and/or project leads for possible external 
assistance; and 

3. Develop a basic document for monitoring and coordinating strategic PPMP-
related programs and activities at the national level. 

 
Through the projects and activities identified in the PIP, it is envisioned that the service 
delivery mechanisms for the population program will become more responsive to the 
needs of poor couples and individuals and that families will be able to meet their desired 
number of children through greater access to RH/FP information and services.   
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Under the POPDEV Integration, the investment program seeks to explicitly consider 
population variables in all stages of development planning at the national and local 
levels and that these concern will be given priority by the national and local government 
in order that activities are sustained financially and with political support.  The target 
groups are (a) LGUs seeking support for population management and which have great 
potential for program expansion in their jurisdiction, and (b) national agencies whose role 
is to enforce policies on women empowerment and environmental management and 
could promote national expenditure on population management activities. 
 
Under RH/FP, the investment program seeks to increase the coverage of FP service for 
both artificial and natural methods among Filipino families, especially the poor in 
underserved areas in the bottom fifteen and forty-five poor provinces.  On the demands 
side, more families in these areas would seek FP services after gaining awareness of 
how they can be assisted  on meeting their fertility goals.  On the supply side, the PPMP 
will aim to elicit greater participation of the private sector, NGOs, local government units 
and national government to ensure that there is sustainable supply of contraceptives 
considering that there is a looming contraceptive crisis starting 2003 due to the absence 
of USAID grant for contraceptives.  The programs and projects under this component 
considered the needed interventions that would (a) get LGUs allocate more of their 
funds RH/FP as may be appropriate for their constituents’ needs; (b) stimulate 
investment from the private sector in the production and marketing of RH/FP products; 
(c) obtain the church’s endorsement for acceptable RH/FP methods; and (d) define more 
clearly the national policy on population management (as may be linked to GAD and 
HES initiatives) in order to ensure sustained national funding for effective programs. 
 
Under AHYD, the investment program seeks to stimulate more local initiatives in projects 
that effectively reach this relatively new target group.  Activities will focus on (a) 
generating more interest among LGUs for undertaking AHYD projects, and (b) assisting 
NGOs to expand their programs and projects that are shown to be effective.  The AHYD 
program envisions to address the unmet need of young Filipinos for adequate 
information, counseling and medical attention for their reproductive health.   
 

 
HOW THE PIP IS ORGANIZED 

 
 
The PIP has three important parts.  The first part is the PIP for the fifteen bottom poor 
provinces,  the second part is the PIP for the forty-five bottom poor provinces and the 
third part is the PIP for all provinces, cities and municipalities in the country.   
 
For each of the PIP, the programs, projects and activities (PPAs) are presented by 
region.  Each of the Regional PIP is packaged in such a way that  PPAs are grouped 
together per program component and per strategic action area.  
 
The PPAs that have no identified amount were separated as part of Annex A.  For the 
un-funded PPAs, the role of POPCOM is to advocate to program stakeholders to 
allocate funds either through their own initiative or in collaboration with the Regional 
Population Offices.  POPCOM could also assist the program stakeholders who proposed 
these PPAs in seeking for financial assistance from foreign donors. 
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Population Investment Program for CY 2002–2004 for the 15 Bottom Poor 
Provinces 
 
 
Table 1 below presents the 15 bottom poor provinces, which are considered as the focus 
of the Population Investment Program (PIP) for CY 2002-2004.

Table 2 shows that the total budgetary requirement for the 15 bottom poor provinces is 
Php 17,550,537.  Reproductive Health / Family Planning has the highest budgetary 
requirement amounting to Php 11,896,451 or 67.8 percent of the total budgetary 
requirement.  Adolescent Health and Youth Development is second in rank with a total 
budgetary requirement of Php 4,383,000 or 25 percent, while POPDEV Integration and 
Resource Generation have less budgetary requirements.  Figure 1 presents the clearer 
view of the budgetary shares in terms of percentage per program component.

In terms of strategic action area, Table 3 and Figure 2 shows that Service Delivery has 
the highest budgetary requirement, which is Php 7,635,714 or 43.5 percent of the total 
budgetary requirement.  Capability / capacity building and IEC/advocacy followed in the 
rank comprising 29 and 28 percent of the total budgetary requirement, respectively. 
 
Majority of the activities under service delivery (Figure 2) are geared towards 
development of the youth sector and provision of RH/FP services.  Much of the 
budgetary requirements are needed for the establishment of Youth Centers in 
Camarines Norte, Eastern Samar, Ifugao, and Sultan Kudarat.

Table 5 and Figure 3 shows that the total budgetary requirement for the 45 bottom poor 
provinces is Php 109,405,020.  Reproductive Health/Family Planning has the highest 
budgetary requirement of 71,806,379  or 65.6 percent. This is followed by Population 
and Development (POPDEV) Integration with a budgetary requirement of 23,507,641  or 
21.5 percent.  Resource Generation and Mobilization has the least budgetary 
requirement amounting to Php 1,560,000 or 1.4 percent of the budgetary requirement.

In terms of strategic action area, it can be seen from Table 6 and Figure 4 that Service 
Delivery has the highest budgetary requirement, which is amounting to Php 82,060,062.  
This is followed by Capacity Building (15.6 %) and IEC / Advocacy (9.4 %).

Table 7 shows that the total regional budgetary requirement for CY 2002-2004 is Php 
3,087,277,724.  This does not include the Php 60 Million budget of the Department of 
Health for Reproductive Health/Family Planning since it does not specify, in terms of 
regional distribution, where the funds will be spent.  The total budgetary requirement 
already include the Php 50 Million pledge of Speaker Jose de Venecia where each 
region will be given Php 2.8 Million for Natural Family Planning, except for Region 1 
which will receive Php 7.6 Million. 
 
Nonetheless, it can be observed from Figure 5 that POPDEV has the largest share of 
the budgetary requirement, which is amounting to Php 1,699,127,082 or 55.04 percent 
of the total budgetary requirement. The relatively large budgetary requirement for 
POPDEV Integration is partly attributed to the fact that any PPAs from the different 
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sectors (education, agriculture, environment, and others) that integrate population 
variables are considered under POPDEV Integration.   Examples of these are 
reforestation projects, coastal resource management, women’s class, and others where 
women of reproductive age are tapped to participate in these projects and orientations 
on RH/FP are incorporated in the project activities.    
 
Reproductive Health / Family Planning was next in rank with a Php 1,166,610,290 
budgetary requirement.  Resource Generation and Mobilization has the least budgetary 
requirement, which is only 0.75 percent of the overall requirement.  Most of the activities 
identified under this program component are trainings on Project Proposal Development.

In terms of strategic action areas, Table 8 and Figure 6 show that service delivery has 
still the highest budgetary requirement, which is Php 1,023,674,944 or 33.2 percent.  
This is followed by Others (23.9%).   “Others” is  composed of PPAs that are population-

related but could not be categorized in either Service Delivery, IEC/Advocacy or 
capacity/Capability Building.  Moreover, the Budget of the Department of Health for 
Family Planning which is amounting to Php 60 Million and the Pledge of Speaker Jose 
de Venecia amounting to Php 50 Million are categorized under “Others” since there  are 
no specific breakdown as to how much will be allocated to Service Delivery, 
IEC/Advocacy and Capability Building.  
 
IEC/ advocacy has a total budgetary requirement of 790,056,678 (25.6%).  This is 
followed by Capacity/Capability Building (17.3%).

As observed in Figure 7, Region 10 has the highest budgetary requirement for the 
population program, followed by the Cordillera Administrative Region, NCR and Regions 
11, 9 and 13.  The details of the budgetary requirements by region are presented in 
Tables 9 and 10.

Table 11 shows that the “un-categorized”  budgetary requirement has the highest share 
of 55.89 percent.  “Un-categorized” budgetary requirements include PPAs that are either 
funded by several funding agencies/organizations or their funding sources are not yet 
identified. This is followed by NGO (18%) and foreign funds (12%).  National government 
has the least budget with only 6 percent of the total budgetary requirement.  
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CONCLUSION 
 
 
 
There is a need to regularly update the PPMP PIP to show more clearly the 
funded and the un-funded projects and activities.  The “un-funded” projects can 
be recommended for fund sourcing. 
 
The “other” in the strategic action areas (as reflected in Table 8) need to be 
further processed to determine whether the activities fall within the three sub-
categories. 
  
The PIP is a powerful instrument in determining the investment and budgetary 
requirements for a certain period of time for the whole population program, the 
four components of the PPMP, and the strategic action areas.  This is the first 
attempt of POPCOM to come up with a PIP.  There are areas in the Plan that 
need improvement though so that future PIPs would reflect a truer picture of the 
program requirements. 
 
Moreover, there is a need to have a more in-depth review of the projects and 
activities under POPDEV Integration since a number of these projects and 
activities are not directly linked to POPDEV but more on sectoral activities (e.g., 
environment, agrarian reform, and the like).
